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Cheryl Finke shared this photo of her Dendrobium Gatton Sunray in bloom in her pool cage. 
There is also an Oncidium sphacelatum on the table and a Dendrobium aggregatum hanging be-
low one of the gatton sunrays.  Here are a few tid bits of  information on the Dendrobium Gatton 
Sunray. 
 
This is a special orchid with an unusual history.  The cross was made in 1919 and it is purported 
to be the result of crossing Den pulchellum x Den Illustre, but no-one has been able to remake it - 
the grex always comes out different.  Some think that the cross was purposely mis-registered to 
keep anyone from re-producing what would become a very rare and expensive orchid - all plants 
are the result of divisions or mericlones.  The plant has canes 6' tall!  It's a sterile plant and keiki's 
are the only way to reproduce it. As it grows it will become quite large, yet it loves to be under-
potted.   In bloom this orchid is stunning, with many pendant clusters of XL creamy yellow flow-
ers with velvet maroon throat patches, and an over-lapping shape. Plants grow well under inter-
mediate conditions or out with the cymbidiums where temps can drop to 34 degrees. Temperature 
Tolerant. May-June blooming.
